Under GDPR, Patients have the following rights as individuals:

· Right to be informed - Individuals have the right to be informed about the collection and use of their personal data. 
· Right of access - Individuals have the right to access their personal data, commonly referred to as a subject access 
request (SAR). We as a Practice, have 1 month to respond to a request and cannot charge a fee.

· Right to rectification – This is the right for individuals to have inaccurate personal data rectified or completed, should it be incomplete
· Right to erasure – GDPR introduces the right for individuals 
to have personal data erased. This is also known as the ‘right to be forgotten’. This can be denied in certain circumstances
· Right to restrict processing – Individuals have the right to request the 
restriction of their personal data. When data is restricted, you are 
permitted to store it but not use it
· Right to data portability - The right to data portability allows individuals to obtain and reuse their personal data for their own purposes across different services. It allows them to move, copy or 
transfer personal data easily from one IT environment to another in a safe and secure way, without affecting its usability
· Right to object - The GDPR allows individuals the right to object to the processing of their personal data in certain circumstances. Individuals have an absolute (it is legally 
enforceable) right to stop their data being used for direct marketing.
